Road safety officer (Matthew Parker) has made contact and a site meeting has been arranged for early December. 

Focus: Speed issues, history and current situation and to obtain advice on best way forward including VAS technology advice. 
Update on TRO application for speed reduction
The Pitchcombe junction area seem to fit the criteria and is being supported by the police, Highways and Police Crime Commissioner.

PC have been advised that the public consultation stage will take place in January 2023.  GCC will advertise this in the locality, but the PC should be aware of maintaining momentum.

 A considerable amount of correspondence has been received by CC Williams and will be forwarded on to the appropriate officers. 

Councillors wait for the advice from the Road Safety Office and the community response to the TRO consultation.

Reduction in speed limit at Pincot Lane is not supported by the police and Highways due to the logistics of the space available.  It was noted that the police TRO has been extended as far as possible.  Other visibility, signage and safety issues could be looked at in the Pincot Lane area.
